Itinerar vodenja Splita

Malo je gradova u Europi koji se mogu mijeriti s povije$cu, arhitekturom i Sarmom grada Splita, a nema
boljeg nacina za dozivjeti njegovu atmosferu od pjesacke ture starim poplo¢anim ulicama povijesne
jezgre. Pridruzite se lokalnom vodicu u Setnji kroz 1700 godina stare ulice koje ¢ine Dioklecijanovu
palacu, spomenik svjetske bastine pod zastitom UNESCO-a, raskosnu gradevinu na obali u koju se
umirovio rimski car Dioklecijana 305. godine. Saznajte kako je pad obliznjeg rimskog naselja Salone
doveo do priljeva novog stanovnisStva u 7. stoljecu, Sto je vratilo u Zivot tada napustenu palacu. Tijekom
obilaska posjetit ¢ete razne znamenitosti i trgove ukljucujuéi skulpturu Grgura Ninskog, glavni trg palace
Peristil poznat po bijelim brackim kamenim zidovima katedrale sv. Dujma, Podrume palace koji su
stolje¢ima Cuvali tajne starog grada i njegovog stanovnistva na jako neobican nacin i hram rimskog boga
Jupitera, jedini danas sacuvani u pala¢i od ukupno tri. Prolazeéi kroz Zeljezna vrata, nastavit ¢ete kroz
srednjovjekovni dio grada koji se polako pojavio izvan zidina palace u 14. stolje¢u i preobrazio Split u
jedan od najutjecajnijih luckih gradova na Jadranu. Vas ¢e vodic detaljno opisati povijesne gradevine
pokraj kojih prolazite tijekom obilaska, kao i podijeliti s vama kakav je danasnji Zivot u tako povijesnom,
vrlo posjecenom gradu poput Splita te Sto se poduzima kako bi se obnovila i odrzala turisticka
privlaénost uz odrzavanje lokalnog Zivota.

There are few towns in Europe that can match the history, architecture and small-town charm of Split
and no better way of absorbing its atmosphere than a walking tour through the old cobblestone streets
of the historic district. Join a local guide for a walk through the 1,700-year-old alleyways that form the
UNESCO World Heritage Site of Diocletian’s Palace, an opulent waterfront retirement complex for
Emperor Diocletian constructed in 305 AD. Your guide will explain how the fall of the nearby Roman
settlement of Salona led to an influx of refugees in the 7th century which rejuvenated the then
abandoned palace. During the tour you’ll visit a variety of sites and plazas including statues of Gregory
of Nin, Peristil Square, famous for the white Bra¢-stone walls of the Cathedral of Saint Domnius, the
Palace Substructures which for centuries kept the secrets of the old city and its population in a very
unusual way, and the Temple of the Roman god Jupiter, the only one preserved in the Palace out of
three. Passing through the Iron Gates, you will continue through the medieval part of the city that
slowly emerged outside the palace walls in the 14th century and transformed Split into one of the most
influential port cities on the Adriatic. Your guide will detail the historic buildings you pass throughout the
tour as well as share with you what present day life is like in such a historic, highly visited town like Split
and what is being done to restore and maintain the tourist appeal while maintaining a local presence.
